BOARD MEETING

The LASBO Board meeting was called to order by Frank Rougeau. On motion by Bill Hebert and a second by Stephen Flanders, the minutes from the board meeting held on November 15, 2010, was approved.
On motion by Lesia Casanovas and a second by Matt Dugas, the financial report presented by Bobbie McDonald was approved.
Bill Hebert, SASBO Director, presented an update on the SASBO annual conference scheduled for April 11-14 in Concord, North Carolina.  He also explained new services that SASBO is offering.  The SASBO Leadership summit was also discussed and Bill announced that his term as SASBO Director is over and the position is available.
Bill Hebert gave updates on the MFP being considered by the Legislation and also by the Department of Education.  He also updated the Board on the Student Based Budgeting Task Force activities.

Lafon Ortis gave an update on the Scholarship committee, two members have been granted $1,000 scholarships.      
Frank Rougeau announced two Cypress Award winners and one Magnolia Award winner that will be recognized at the spring conference.
Billie Tripp presented a close-out report on the Fall workshop and a walk-through for the upcoming spring conference.
Bill Hebert informed the board that he and Jim Melohn  will be presenting a workshop at the LSBA conference courtesy of Argent Trust.
